New Guidelines for the 2026 Program

The Long Island Wrestling Association strongly urges you to contact the Hofstra
coaching staff to conduct a commuter camp at your school. The Long Island
Wrestling Association would be able to fund 3-4 wrestlers to these camps for
every one that we previously funded to the sleep over camp. If you have no
desire to host a commuter camp but your wrestler would be able to commute to
one that is being conducted at another school, we will pay for him to attend that
camp. We strongly recommend that these are the camps you attend that we are
paying for. As in the past exceptions will be made if the entire team is attending
a different camp. If the team as a whole is attending a different camp the coach
should note that information in the Coach portion of the application. Additionally,
because there is no sleep away camp at Hofstra anymore outside camps will be
considered even if the entire team isn’t attending. Of course, it would be the
responsibility of the coach/parent to provide transportation to and from these
other camps. The Long Island Wrestling Association, Inc. will not be fiscally
responsible for anything that transpires in travel to and from these camps or how
they are conducted. The Long Island Wrestling Association, Inc. will not have any
responsibility for any medical costs incurred for injuries that may take place at
these camps.

A fall or spring clinic would also be considered. One of your wrestlers could
probably attend a fall or spring clinic for 3 months for the amount of money we
would allow for just 1 week of summer camp since we allocate $350 per wrestler
accepted.

Each
nominated wrestler should exemplify good character, sportsmanship, dedication, persistence, intensity,
and a positive work ethic. The individual must be one who would benefit from attendance at summer
wrestling camp and who could not otherwise afford to attend. Financial inability to attend camp is essential
to a wrestler’s eligibility. Only youth wrestlers, freshman, sophomores and juniors in good academic
standing are eligible. Wrestlers will attend camps designated by the LIWA or ones the team is attending
(up to $350 reimbursement). Completed applications must be returned by May 22, 2026 to the Long
Island Wrestling Association, Inc. 117 Dale Dr, Oakdale NY 11769 for campers from both Nassau and
Suffolk.
